I was born and raised in a Christian family in Neyyoor, a small town in Kanyakumari district. 
Later, due to my grandfather’s job, our family relocated to Tirunelveli. When I was four, we 
moved to Kovilpatti because of my father’s work.
Although I was born into a Christian family, our connection with God was not personal or 
deep. As a child, I attended Sunday school more out of fear of my mother’s scolding than gen-
uine interest. The allure of snacks and juice at Sunday school often became my motivation to 
go. Vacation Bible School (VBS) was a must-attend for me, as it promised an exciting one-day 
picnic. These experiences defined my early years, driven more by obligation and enticements 
than by a heartfelt connection with God.

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exam, I would visit our pastor for prayer and 
then head to the examination hall. Despite all 
odds, I cleared my Grade 10 exams with mod-
est marks. Everyone had written me off, con-
vinced I would fail, but Jesus gave me a break-
through victory.

My father, being a civil engineer, dreamt of 
seeing me follow in his footsteps. But until I 
completed Grade 10, I had no vision or ambi-
tion for my future. I neither aspired to be an 
engineer nor had any other career goals. When 
my Grade 10 results came out, my marks 
were too low for engineering. Feeling lost and 
unsure of what to do next, someone suggest-
ed that I pursue a diploma. But even for a di-
ploma program, my marks were barely suffi-
cient, leaving me at a crossroads.

After completing your 10th grade by God’s 
grace, it is disappointing that you couldn’t 
secure admission to pursue a diploma. Were 
you able to continue your studies after that?
I approached a polytechnic college, requesting 
admission to the Computer Science group. 
However, my father insisted on the Civil Engi-
neering group. To accommodate both prefer-
ences, we applied for both groups. Unfortu-
nately, due to my low marks, I was humiliated 
during the admission process. They mocked 
me, saying, “Do you think you deserve this 
group? Go outside and write these group 
names on paper first.” Deeply embarrassed, I 

returned home. Eventually, I secured admis-
sion to a college in Sivakasi in the Civil Engi-
neering group. Initially, I had no interest in the 
field, but since my father worked in the same 
domain, he guided me, and gradually, I devel-
oped a liking for it. I completed the three-
year diploma program, but I couldn’t pursue a 
degree immediately. Everyone suggested I 
start working, but my father was adamant 
that I pursue a BE. Following his advice, I 
joined a college in Tirunelveli. Even there, I 
couldn’t excel in all subjects.

How did you experience a turning point 
amidst these challenges?
As I sought the Lord earnestly, He began to 
pour His blessings into my life. After complet-
ing my diploma, I started accompanying a 
brother who served in children’s ministry and 
visual media ministry. In those projects, I ini-
tially took part in small roles like performing 
actions to songs and acting in skits. Gradually, 
my life began gravitating toward music. I 

learned to play the pad and started playing at small gatherings. I 
also volunteered for ministry work in various places while con-
tinuing my college studies. However, until then, my faith was su-
perficial. I was a nominal Christian—attending church, reading the 
Bible, and playing the pad—yet my personal connection with the 

Lord was minimal.

When did your relationship with Jesus begin to deepen?
It was during the COVID-19 pandemic that my life took a 
transformative turn. My entire family—my father, mother, 
brother, and I—were struck by the virus. With no choice

How is your life going now?
My life is a testimony to God’s faithfulness. I 
make it a priority to dedicate my time to the 
Lord, giving Him the honor and attention He 
deserves. Alongside this, my civil business has 
been thriving, a clear reflection of His bless-
ings. Whenever I am presented with an op-

portunity to serve in ministry, I embrace it 
with all my heart. Putting God first in my life 
has been the foundation of my success. As a 
result, He has lifted me to places I never 
imagined. In His abundant grace, last year, I 
was able to start a business named Five Star 
Chicken, a venture that has been flourishing 
under His favor.

What would you like to say to the youth?

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Anecdote: Kamal Ebenezer
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The Tabernacle served as a shadow of the heavenly 
things. But why was this Tabernacle created? How 
was it constructed? What is its significance? What 
does it symbolize? What are its various compo-
nents? What deeper spiritual truths lie behind its 
design?
In this section, let us uncover some astonishing 
truths about the Tabernacle that you may not have 
known.

The Construction of the Tabernacle
The Tabernacle was built with an outer court, en-
closed by curtains suspended on pillars placed five 
cubits apart. A total of 60 pillars surrounded the 
four sides. These curtains, forming the walls, were 
skilfully crafted and provided a sacred boundary for 
the holy enclosure.
DIMENSIONS OF THE TABERNACLE
3 The northern and southern sides were 150 feet 
long.
3The eastern and western sides measured 75 feet 
each.
3The height of the curtains was such that no per-
son could see inside, emphasizing the sanctity of the 
space. The inner area was referred to as the court.
FEATURES OF THE OUTER TABERNACLE
The entrance to the Tabernacle was located exclu-
sively on the eastern side and measured 30 feet in 
width. The entrance curtain was beautifully embroi-
dered with fine linen threads in blue, purple, and 
scarlet, showcasing intricate needlework.

THE BRONZE ALTAR
Inside the Tabernacle’s court stood the Brazen 
Altar, made of acacia wood and overlaid with 
bronze. This altar measured 7 ½ feet in length and 
width and stood 4 ½ feet high.
Offerings were continually burnt on this altar, 
symbolizing atonement and the pathway to God. 
It served as a foreshadowing of Jesus Christ’s ulti-
mate sacrifice on the cross for the redemption of 
humanity (1 Timothy 2:5–6).
THE BRONZE LAVER 
The bronze laver was placed in the courtyard, 
referred to as the Outer Court, between the 
bronze altar of sacrifice and the entrance to the 
Tabernacle. Crafted entirely of bronze, it held wa-
ter that was used by the priests and Levites to 
cleanse their hands and feet. Failure to perform 
this cleansing would result in death, as it was a 
divine command.

What does this signify, and what spiritual 
lesson does it convey?

The bronze laver symbolizes the Word of God, 
while the water within it represents the purifying 
power of Scripture. As we fill our hearts with the 
Word, the sins within us are washed away, lead-
ing to spiritual renewal. It is noteworthy that the 
Levites were permitted only as far as the Outer 
Court, underscoring the sanctity of the Taberna-
cle.
Next month, we will explore the Holy Place, one of 

the most significant parts of the Tabernacle.

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In 1781, in the town of Truro, Cornwall, England, a 
boy named Henry Martyn was born into the home 
of a wealthy merchant. Raised amidst great comfort 
and privilege, Henry excelled in academics and be-
came the top scholar in mathematics at Cambridge 
University. However, in his youthful years, he lived 
a life distant from God. It was only after the death of 
his father that Henry began to seek the Lord ear-
nestly.
The fervent prayers of his sister, the counsel of a 
pastor, and a book written by David Brainerd pro-
foundly impacted Henry, leading him to surrender 
his life wholly to God. As he grew in his spiritual 
walk, the lives of missionaries like David Brainerd 
and William Carey deeply inspired him. Their sto-
ries ignited in him an unquenchable desire to serve 
as a missionary.
Preparing himself for this call, Henry devoted hours 
each day to prayer and meditation. He resolved to 
renounce the world and live solely for the glory of 
God. With unwavering determination, he set out to 
become a beacon of revival, offering his life as a 
seed for God’s kingdom.

Upon realizing that Lydia, the woman he desired to 
marry, was unwilling to join him as a missionary, he 
renounced the idea of marriage and submitted to 
God’s call. In 1805, he was ordained as an Anglican 
minister under the British East India Company. At 
the age of 24, after enduring a gruelling nine-month 
sea voyage, he arrived in Calcutta, India, as a mis-
sionary and partnered in ministry with David Brain-
erd.
A few weeks later, while sitting in his garden one 
day, he witnessed a shocking scene—a large crowd 
pulling a chariot, during which a young boy fell un-
der its wheels and was crushed to death. On anoth-
er occasion, he observed the harrowing sight of a 
widow being burnt alive on her husband’s funeral 
pyre. Deeply disturbed by these horrifying practic-
es, he sought counsel from William Carey, asking 
how such entrenched traditions could be trans-
formed. Carey responded, “Only through the Word 
of God.”
Determined to make a difference, he began learn-
ing Bengali, Sanskrit, Persian, Hindustani, and Ara-
bic. In Patna, he divided his time between mornings

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spent preaching as a minister and evenings trans-
lating the Bible into Hindustani, Persian, and Ara-
bic. Driven by a vision to empower the people of 
India, he also established schools to teach the lo-
cals how to read and write, ensuring that they 
could access and understand the Scriptures.
Burdened by the spiritual needs of the 60 million 
people in the region, he worked tirelessly through 
the nights to translate the New Testament—each 
chapter taking him up to 10 hours. In Dinapur, he 
established five schools, giving countless impover-
ished children the opportunity to gain literacy and 
access education. Through his relentless efforts, 
the light of the Gospel reached many lives, paving 
the way for transformation in a land gripped by 
darkness.
Through his relentless hard work, the New Testa-
ment was published in the Hindi language. But his 
efforts didn’t stop there—he mastered Arabic and 
Persian in just 18 months to translate the New 
Testament into these languages as well, reaching 
not only Indians but also Arabs, Persians, Syrians, 
Chinese, large parts of Africa, and the people of 

Turkey. His ministry among various sects and even 
Muslims led to the transformation of many into 
devoted workers for the Lord.
However, the toll of his tireless labor, combined 
with India’s harsh climate, began to wear heavily 
on his health. The dust-filled air damaged his 
lungs, and the extreme heat left his body frail. 
Medical experts advised him to return to his 
homeland for recovery, but Henry Martyn had a 
different resolve. He chose instead to head to 
Persia. When warned that the searing tempera-
tures there could prove fatal, he remained un-
shaken, declaring, “My purpose is to accomplish 
great things for God.”
With unwavering determination, he arrived in the 
Persian port city of Bushehr. Yet the blazing heat 
posed significant risks to his already fragile health. 
Relocating to the cooler mountain town of Shiraz, 
he persisted in his mission. In just nine months, his 
diligence bore fruit as he completed a refined 
translation of the New Testament into Persian.
Dear young reader, visionaries may not live 
long, but the legacy of their work continues to 
impact generations, drawing countless hearts 
closer to Jesus. Henry Martyn’s translation of 
the Bible not only sparked a great revival in its 
time but even today stands as a beacon, pro-
claiming the call of Christ. Does the love of 
Christ not compel you to follow in the footsteps 
of someone like Henry, who forsook comfort 
and dedicated his life to God’s mission?
The call of the Lord resounds even now, reach-
ing out to you. Are you prepared to rise and 
carry the torch of revival wherever He leads 
you? 
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King David was abundantly blessed by the Lord, who 
granted him victory in all his endeavors. With God’s 

favor, David’s army triumphed over its enemies.  How-
ever, during a season when kings went to war, David 
remained in his palace. One fateful evening, he saw 
Bathsheba, a beautiful woman, bathing. Overcome by 
lust, Satan stirred David’s heart, leading him into a 
grievous sin. Driven by lust, he orchestrated the 
death of her husband, Uriah, and took Bathsheba as 
his wife (2 Samuel 11).

When David fell into sin, his connection with God was severed (2 Samuel 12:1-13).

Judas Iscariot was a disciple personally chosen by 
the Lord Jesus for ministry.

Kingdom of God. Entrusted with the responsibility of 
managing the money bag (Luke 12:4-5), Judas allowed 
his heart to be swayed by Satan’s prompting, ulti-
mately betraying Jesus for thirty pieces of silver. 
Succumbing to temptation, he distanced himself from 
the fellowship of Jesus and the other disciples, falling 

into despair and destruction. Judas, whose heart became a tool in the hands of 
Satan, serves as a cautionary example of the tragic end that awaits those who 
fail to guard their hearts. Called to serve God, he lost his purpose and met a 
bitter end, hanging himself in regret (Matthew 27:5).

thority to whomever He chooses, his heart was filled 
with pride. With a sense of self-exaltation, he proclaimed, 
“Is not this the great Babylon I have built as the royal 
residence, by my mighty power and for the glory of my 
majesty?” No sooner had these words left his mouth 
than God’s judgement fell upon him, reducing him to the 
state of a beast.
Even today, some may boast like Nebuchadnezzar, taking 
credit for the prosperity of nations and the success of 

their reigns. They may glory in their achievements, declaring them the fruits 
of their strength and wisdom. But the Sovereign God, who sits enthroned 
above, examines the thoughts and intentions of every heart. He is fully aware 
of human pride and arrogance.
After the appointed days of God’s judgement passed, Nebuchadnezzar’s under-
standing was restored. Humbled, he lifted his eyes to heaven and praised the 
Most High, glorifying the One who lives forever (Daniel 4:34).

Solomon built a magnificent temple to honor God—a 
sanctuary so glorious that God Himself approved it, 

declaring that His eyes and heart would always be there.  
However, God forewarned Solomon that disobeying His 
commandments would result in the expulsion of this 
temple from His presence. Despite this solemn warning, 
Solomon chose to defy God’s commandments by associ-
ating with numerous foreign women. These relationships 

led his heart astray from the Lord (1 Kings 11:3).
The man who once built a glorious temple for God eventually constructed altars 
for foreign gods. Allowing other pursuits to occupy God’s sacred place in our 
lives leads to separation from Him. These distractions can become idols, standing 
between us and God, ultimately leading us away from His path.
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The village of Cana, located 7 kilometers northeast of Nazareth in Israel, is renowned for its 
abundant beauty and charm. This pretty village is adorned with breathtaking vineyards that 

stretch as far as the eye can see. According to Jewish traditions, wedding celebrations in this 
village would last for seven days.

At one such wedding, a close relative of Jesus was getting mar-
ried. The event was filled with joy, music, and dance as friends 
and family gathered to bless the newlyweds. However, amidst 
the lively festivities, a disaster struck—the wine served to the 
guests began to run out. This posed a major embarrassment for 
the hosts and threatened to overshadow the celebration.

When this crisis was brought to Jesus’ attention, He waited for 
the right moment. Then, in a miraculous act that transcended 
nature, He transformed plain water into wine of the finest quali-
ty—better than any they had ever tasted before. It was an ex-
traordinary miracle, showcasing His divine power and grace.

Friends, take a moment to reflect on this! It takes at least 5 to 6 days to produce grape wine. 
But Jesus, in an instant, turned plain water into high-quality wine, transforming lack into 

abundance and shame into joy.

While marvelling at such miracles from Jesus’ time, I recently heard an inspiring 
story from Coimbatore that moved me deeply.

In Tamil Nadu’s Coimbatore district, a young woman from a humble background, who had 
accepted Christ, lived with her mother. Despite severe hardships, she managed to complete 
her higher education. When the time came for her marriage, she and her mother faced an 
uphill battle. Their relatives, who didn’t know the Lord, refused to support them. Yet, this 
young woman and her mother clung steadfastly to Jesus, praying earnestly for a godly life part-
ner.

In due time, God revealed the right person, and the wedding date was fixed. However, they 
had no money to meet the wedding expenses. Their relatives showed no willingness to help. 
Even so, they did not lose heart. With unwavering faith, they wrote down all their needs on a 
sheet of paper, placed it before God, and prayed daily with their hands laid on it. They didn’t

approach anyone for help or share their 
struggles with others.

With just a week left for the wedding, the 
mother fell ill. The young woman was over-
whelmed, unsure of what to do. But they 
continued to trust Jesus with all their hearts. 
Then, something extraordinary happened. 
One day, friends from her prayer group vis-
ited her home and brought a wedding gift. 
When she opened it, she was stunned—it 
contained gold jewellery. Not only that, but 
the money required for the wedding ex-
penses was also miraculously provided!

What’s even more astonishing is that they 
didn’t borrow a single penny or ask anyone 

for help. God moved the hearts of a few peo-
ple to extend their support, fulfilling every 
need. Just like a loving Father, Jesus stood by 
her side and ensured that her wedding went 
ahead smoothly. Witnessing this incredible 
miracle, even their unbelieving relatives were 
awestruck. They recognized Jesus as the true, 
living God.

See, friends, the same God who performed a 
miracle at Cana continues to do such won-
drous works even today, proving that He is 
alive and active. Are you in need of a miracle 
today? Don’t be disheartened. God will work 
wonders for you too. It may seem delayed, 
but if we persist in faith and prayer, we will 
witness His miracles at the perfect time! 

8. Pray for young people who have completed their studies and are waiting for employment 
opportunities, that they may be blessed with suitable jobs.
9. Pray for youth to remain steadfast in their connection with God and to rise as His servants.
10. Pray that no sin would defile the youth and that they may uphold their purity.
11. Intercede for the deliverance of young people trapped in sin and curses.
12. Pray for the presence of truth, love, and unity among God’s people in churches.
13. Let us pray for the destruction of all the works of the enemy that oppose God’s servants 
and His people.

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14. Pray that every servant of God and believer may sanctify themselves and worship God in 
holiness, as He is holy.
15. Pray for God, who promised to pour out His Spirit on all flesh in the last days, to pour out 
His anointing without measure.
16. Let us pray for God to pour out His fire anointing upon all who earnestly seek Him, to fill 
them with gifts and fruits, and for a powerful revival to arise in churches during these end 
times.
17. Pray for the eradication of false teachings spreading across India and for an awakening 
among the people.
18. Globally, 800,000 people commit suicide annually. Every 40 seconds, one person ends their 
life. Pray for these deaths to be prevented.
19. More people die from suicide than accidents. Let us pray for the binding of the spirit of 
suicide.
20. Pray for the binding of spirits that incite suicide due to reasons such as family problems, 
relationship issues, stress, and academic failure.
21. Let us pray for the destruction of the works of the devil that bring suicidal thoughts and for 
everyone to experience God’s love.
22. Approximately 3.5 million people in India work in textile shops, 80% of whom are women 
aged 21 to 25. Pray for their safety.
23. Pray for the improvement of living standards for all workers.
24. Pray for India’s economy to thrive through all industries, from large factories to small busi-
nesses.
25. Let us pray for the nullification of the evil works and plans of enemies who aim to shed 
innocent blood and destroy human lives.
26. Pray that the blood of people may not be shed on earth through wars, accidents, or natural 
disasters, entrusting the matter into God’s hands.
27. Pray that students studying for public exams will gain wisdom and that the lessons they 
learn will stick in their minds.
28. Pray that no illness may affect the children and that God would protect them during the 
examination period.
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Paul echoes this instruction in his counsel to the 
young Timothy in 1 Timothy 4:12:

“Let no one despise your youth, but be an 
example to the believers in word, in con-
duct, in love, in spirit, in faith, in purity.”
Taking inspiration from this verse, we will ex-
plore these six aspects—word, conduct, love, 
spirit, faith, and purity—in the coming months. 
As followers of Christ, we are called to be role 
models in these areas so that others may be in-
spired by our lives, not stumble because of us.

This month, let’s begin by understanding how we 
can be exemplary in our words.

WORDS HOLD POWER
It’s often said that words carry immense pow-
er. The Lord desires that every word we speak 
be “good, edifying, and beneficial for spiritual 
growth.” However, we sometimes speak care-
lessly, without pausing to reflect on whether our 
words are right or wrong, useful or harmful, pure 
or impure. Because those around us speak reck-
lessly, we too fall into the trap, thinking, “This is 
the trend,” and join in without a second thought.

Take a look at today’s world—using foul lan-
guage has become a public trend. Many young 
people consider it a mark of confidence. A few 
years ago, uttering vulgar words was deemed 
shameful, even in private. But now, people freely 

use such words in public, brushing it off as nor-
mal and trendy.

Dear young brothers and sisters, the world may 
see this as a trend, but for us, who worship a 
holy God (1 Peter 2:21), this is no trend. Such 
behaviour grieves the heart of our Lord. The 
Bible clearly instructs us: “Let no corrupt word 
proceed out of your mouth, but what is good 
for necessary edification, that it may impart 
grace to the hearers” (Ephesians 4:29).

WORDS REFLECT CHRIST
Beloved youth, remember that every careless 
word we utter will be accounted for on the Day 
of Judgement (Matthew 12:36). As followers of 
Jesus Christ, who is majestic in holiness, we are 
called to glorify Him through our words, not 
bring dishonour to His name.

Let us, therefore, be mindful of our speech, en-
suring that our words bring glory to God and 
serve as an example for others. May our words 
reflect the beauty of Christ, leading others to 
Him rather than away from Him. This month, 
let’s strive to be intentional with our words and 
set a godly example for those around us..!

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The term “intercede” appears in Nehemiah 1:4, 6. In Hebrew, the word 
for intercession is Paga, which means “to plead on behalf of anoth-

er.” It refers to earnestly appealing to someone on behalf of 
someone else. The book of Nehemiah is a beautiful 
composition that includes 14 prayers. In Nehemiah 1:4, 
we see his heartfelt response: “When I heard these 
words, I sat down and wept. For some days, I mourned, 
fasted, and prayed before the God of heaven.”

Nehemiah was a royal official serving as the cupbearer 
to King Artaxerxes of Persia—a privileged position that brought him close to 
the king himself. Yet, instead of settling into the comforts of his esteemed role, 
he chose to weep, fast, and intercede fervently for nearly four months. But 
why? What compelled Nehemiah to forsake his royal privileges and persist in 
such intense prayer? For what cause did he intercede so earnestly?
Let us delve deeper into his remarkable story to uncover the power and 
purpose of intercessory prayer.
When the Jewish exiles were released from Babylon and Persia and re-
turned to their homeland of Judah, Nehemiah learnt from his brethren 
that his people were in deep distress. The walls of Jerusalem lay in ruins, 
and its gates had been consumed by fire. Burdened by the plight of his 
people and his nation, Nehemiah fervently sought the God of Heaven 
in prayer, pleading for restoration and deliverance.
The wall of a city is not merely a structure; it is a symbol of security 
and strength. It protects a nation from invading enemies and ensures

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the safety of its inhabitants. When the wall is 
broken down and its gates are burnt, the na-
tion is left vulnerable and exposed. In such a 
dire situation, Nehemiah stood in the gap, in-
terceding with God to rescue and restore his 
people and their land. This passage of Scrip-
ture teaches us the power of intercession in 
times of national crisis.
A similar burden gripped the heart of a 
15-year-old youth named Evan John 
Roberts in Wales, England, during a time 
when sin had taken deep root in his nation. 
The scourge of alcohol abuse spread rapidly, 
public houses multiplied, and people descend-
ed into drunkenness 
and moral corruption. 
To Evan, it was as 
though the wall of ho-
liness had been shat-
tered and the gates of 
salvation burnt down 
by sin.
Working in the coal 
mines during the day, 
Evan would fall to his 
knees at midnight and 
cry out to God until 
the early hours of the 
morning—“Lord, de-
liver my nation. Purify 
my land. Redeem my 
people. Send revival 
to my country.”
 For nearly 11 years, this young man perse-
vered in prayer, weeping and interceding for 
the sins of his nation. God heard his cry and 
moved powerfully among the people, con-
victing them of their sins. A deep sense of re-
pentance struck many, causing them to fall 
prostrate in tears, confess their wrongdoings, 
and turn back to God.
The results were astonishing: alcohol con-
sumption dropped, brothels and public hous-
es shut down, and theatres were abandoned. 
Young men smashed their liquor bottles and 
turned their hearts to God. The nation wit-
nessed a profound transformation, all sparked 
by the fervent prayers of a single young man 
burdened for his homeland.

Dear Young Warriors,
We find ourselves in a crucial time where we, too, 
must intercede for our nation and our people, just 
as Nehemiah the devout and Evan Roberts the re-
vivalist once did. In our vast nation of India, with its 
1.44 billion population, there are approximately 420 
million youth. The future and progress of a country 
lie in the hands of its young generation. Yet, tragi-
cally, the very youth who are meant to stand as pro-
tective walls for our nation have become enslaved 
by destructive habits.
The young generation is drowning in the mire of 
sinful practices—addictions to harmful substances 

as casually as one sips 
tea or coffee, indul-
gence in toxic relation-
ships, the lure of intoxi-
cants, obsession with 
mobile phones, im-
modesty in attire, ma-
terialism, and moral 
degradation. This mor-
al collapse knows no 
gender divide, pulling 
both young men and 
women into its abyss. 
To make matters worse, 
the elders who ought 
to guide and inspire 
the youth are often 
seen competing with 

them in this race toward decadence.
The Bible aptly states, “Whoever has no rule over 
his own spirit is like a city broken down, without 
walls” (Proverbs 25:28). It is high time for young 
people, burdened with a divine calling, to rise up as 
intercessors like Nehemiah and Evan Roberts, 
standing in the gap for the lost and broken.
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
