He got addicted to games
and lived a life where
he didn’t even spend a
minute in prayer. God had
transformed him now into
a prayer warrior who prays
five hours a day. Let us ask
him about this miraculous
transformation.

Tell us about your childhood and
family.

My name is P Nikin Rohith. I was born
in Salem, in a Christian family. But I
had no personal relationship with God.
My father and mother are working as
lecturers in college and I have a younger
sister. From a very young age, I didn't
have the habit of praying, reading the
Bible or going to Church. I used go to the
Church twice, only during Christmas
and New Year day to show off my new
clothes.
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Tell us about your schooling.

I studied in Holy Cross School in Salem. I never
obeyed my parents, even as a kid and wasn't a
loving brother to my sister. I picked fights with
her. Since I was an atheist, I skipped all Catechism
classes. I got drawn towards cricket and always
watch matches on TV. This further increased
my interest in cricket. I began playing the sport
regularly with my friends. As days went by I went
to school only to play cricket. My parents noticed
this and enrolled me in tuition. But I didn’t go
there. I step out of the house saying that I am
heading to tuition but I go to the ground instead
and play. My parents came to know about this and
joined me in the hostel during my 12th standard.
I came back home on the 7th day. This is how my
school days passed by.



Did your college life at least have some
progress?

From a very young age, I was fascinated
by bikes and cars. So my father enrolled
me in Mechanical Engineering course in a
Coimbatore-based college. Then both my
parents got a job there and we shifted our
base to the city. I got lot of friends in college
and I always hung out with them. All my
friends had great bikes. So, I was adamant
about getting one for myself. I pleaded to my
parents and got a bike. Every weekend I used
to go on long rides with my friends.

Finishing 1000 kilometres within a month
was my target. So I rode to random places.
Sometimes I didn’t have money to go on
trips, so I used to fight with my parents for
money and head out. My parents were very
much involved in Church-related activities,
so the pastor visited our house often. I
escaped from my residence everytime I
heard that he is coming. I wasn’t even
participating in family prayer.
During the final year of college,
I made a mini bike along with
my friends. Since I was so glued
to this process I stopped going
home and gave this as a reason.
My parents were deeply worried
about me.

Did you finish it? Were you
able to continue it during the
lockdown?

No... I wasn't able to go out with my
friends during the lockdown. I didn’t

know what to do. I asked a friend of mine
to send a game for timepass. He sent me a
football game and I started playing it. Within
a few days I got addicted to the game and
began playing till 4 am. By default I used to
be so detached from my family, now after
the game I completely stopped talking to
everyone at home and wanted to be alone.
Eventually I was heavily depressed because
of this. Even though I wanted to stop it at
some point, [ wasn’t able to. Every time I got
a notification or message from the game I
started playing it. I got furious whenever my
parents tried talking to me.

How did you seek

Jesus after this?

A sister in my family
always insisted that I
watch the “Walk with
Jesus”  program  on
YouTube. Since I was
agnostic, I never saw it.
One day I saw it out of
curiosity and emptiness.
I felt the video was made
just for me. The verse
uncle told me that day gave me complete
peace. I was so relieved throughout the
day. It was a new experience. | began to
believe that Jesus is truly alive.
After that, I started seeing the
program daily. But I didn't
know how to pray and [ stayed
away from it. All the while I
was still addicted to gaming.

 Okay... When did you get full
deliverance from gaming?

Since Walk with Jesus gave me
peace,  hoped that the Jebikkalam
Vaanga program could extend
that and started seeing it. Only
during the broadcast time of
Jebikkalam Vaanga, [ stopped
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playing. After it gets over, around 9:30 pm I
get lost in the gaming world. I never obeyed
the advice of my parents. Whenever I heard
testimonies of people who got delivered from
the addiction to gaming, I got the urge and
desire to be free like them. I would want to
uninstall the game every time uncle addresses
the issue, but I fall into the trap within
minutes.

Okay... Your life continued like this....
When did you accept Jesus?

I continued watching Jebikkalam Vaanga
program. One day I missed watching it.
Before I went to bed that day, I got the urge
to watch it. I had never felt like that before.
I started watching it around midnight and
when uncle was doing the final prayer, I got
a notification that read, “Your Players are
waiting, Join and Play,” I was in a dilemma
whether to continue or not. Suddenly I heard
a voice,”Do you want this game? or me
Jesus?”

I was startled when I heard this voice.
Everybody was sleeping then. I realised that
it was Jesus who spoke. At once I cried and
repented all my sins to Jesus. After the prayer,
I telt like I was born again. The loneliness and
burden in my heart disappeared and I was
filled with peace.

What changes happened in your life
after that?

I uninstalled the game from my mobile. I
didn’t have a Bible till then. So once I woke
up, I bought a Bible and started reading it. I
came to know about Jesus and began praying
with the sister in my extended family. After
that, I made a lot of spiritual friends. I used
to avoid conversations with my sister and
parents. But now I am in union with my
family and praying with them in family
prayers. Before  didn’t even pray for a minute,
but now [ am praying for more than 5 hours
with my spiritual friends. I participated in
January 2021 Igniters Camp and God filled
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me with anointing then. Now I no longer feel
alone. I know that Jesus is with me always. I
take my bike only when there is a necessity.
All my habits have changed now. I was
doubtful about finishing my degree before.
But I secured good marks and am currently
pursuing my post-graduation, by the grace
of God. As Paul said, “For to me, to live is
Christ, and to die is gain.” (Philippians
1:21) I am willing to give my life to God who
gave His life for me.

Do you wish to share something with
the youngsters?

You might be drowned in any kind of sin
now. But when you say “Jesus forgive me”
His blood will cleanse you of all sins and
redeem you. “...the blood of Jesus Christ
his Son cleanses us from all sins...” (1 John
1:7). Jesus is the only God who can give
redemption from all sins for free.

When you accept Jesus in your heart, He
will become your everything (mother, father
and brother). Don't be disheartened by your
troubles, instead declare everything to Jesus,
He will take care. When you hold on to
Christ, He will lift your head among the ones
who shamed you.

This particular company was started in a
100 sq. feet office space in Mumbai. It grew
all over India and expanded its branches
to countries like UK, Australia and New
Zealand. It is none other than Ola Cabs.
Bhavish Aggarwal was born in Ludhiana
in Punjab. His parents are doctors. He
completed his B.Tech Computer Science
degree and worked in Microsoft Research
Centre for 2 years. Even though he had a
good education and a respectable job, he
sensed an emptiness in his life. He started
analysing what he must be doing to grow
in his life. He desired greatness and quit
his Microsoft job, with a vision to start a
business related to travelling. So he began
travelling a lot and did a lot of research
on it. Finally, he started a website called
“olatrips.com”, which gives the users the
package details for travelling across the
country. But this portal didn’t reach the
people. So he decided to promote his
website and searched for places filled with
people. During the 2010 CommonWealth
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games, he marketed his website outside the stadium
using pamphlets but none of the packages was sold
that day.

He got disappointed by the results and decided to go
on a trip to Bandipur from Bangalore to boost himself.
He took a rental car and started his journey. Midway
the driver stopped the car and demanded an extra
amount from Bhavish. But he refused to give anything
more than what he had promised. Because of this, the
driver made him get out of the car and left him stranded.
This was the moment that
gave Bhavish the spark to
form his successful idea. He
realised that there were
many companies offering
travel packages then, but
there weren’t enough cab
services that operate at the
right rate.

After thinking deeply, he came up with the idea of
starting a company that functions as a bridge between
cab drivers and customers and started Ola Cabs on
December 3, 2010, along with a friend. They started



the company in a single room space. It was their
office during the daytime and a dorm where they
slept during the night. During the initial days they
had very few drivers working for them and there
were times when Bhavish himself went on trips
as a driver. Even though the company had an
assuring start, it faced a huge obstacle shortly.

They started facing problems because of the absence
of a system to guide the drivers to unknown routes.
After an elaborate research, they added features
like map tracking, online payment, Ola Auto Gas
to their app. Because of these innovations the
company grew rapidly and it has been providing
jobs to many people till now. More than 60 lakh
vehicles have linked them to Ola and it is functional
in more than 110 cities with 6000 office staff.
But, the Ola Cabs founder Bhavish hasn’t bought
even one car for his own purpose. Interestingly,
he still books his Ola ride to reach the office and
pays for it.

CORAL REEFS WORLDWIDE ARE HEADING

TOWARDS GRAVE DANGER!

INCREASE IN OCEAN TEMPERATURE!

Global warming acts as a driving factor for
many of the natural disasters occurring
today. Today’s environment is severely
affected by the imbalance
caused by the increase in
the release of greenhouse
gases and carbon into the
atmosphere. The rising
oceanic temperature
decreases the amount of
dissolved oxygen in ocean
waters, thereby posing
a grave threat to the life
of marine organisms,
especially to coral reefs.
Recently the United
States Environmental
Protection Agency issued
a warning, stating that the world’s coral
reefs are in danger of bleaching. The reasons
mentioned are severe marine pollution and
warming ocean waters.

The oceanic regions of Australia, Maldives,
Figi, Indonesia, Mexico and India are known
for their scenic coral reefs. The world’s longest
coral reef, known as the ‘Great Barrier Reef,’
is situated along the coasts of Australia’s
Queensland province, with a total length of
2300km. Along the Indian coastline, coral
reefs in the Gulf of Mannar region house more
than 4000 rare marine species. Researchers

report that coral reefs of these regions are
bleaching due to global warming.

Coral reefs account
for 0.1% of the total
oceanic area and
are essential for the
survival of marine
organisms. They also
protect the coastal
regions and islands
from disasters like
Tsunami,storm
surges, and shoreline
erosion. Coral reefs
thrive in a surface
temperature range
of 21 to 24 degrees
celsius. A rise in temperature above this range
threatens the existence and survival of coral
reefs. Researchers report a loss of almost 50%
of coral reefs when compared to the 1970s.

Reduction in carbon emissions can reduce
global warming and ocean acidification
and protect the coral reefs from bleaching.
Hawaii University Scientists warn that if
climate inaction persists, by the year 2100,
the corals will go extinct. The United Nations
Organisation is taking significant measures in
the international arena to protect coral reefs
across the world.
